SISTER ALOYSIA LOWE, SC

In 1870, Sister Aloysia Lowe, SC, left Mount Saint Joseph, Cincinnati, OH, and traveled with three other Sister of Charity to Altoona, PA, in the Pittsburgh Diocese. Originally, they were given a one-year assignment “to establish a community of the same order”. 
The Sisters began their work opening and staffing schools. In 1882, when they needed more space, the Jennings Farm in Greensburgh, PA, was opened as Seton Hill and became the motherhouse. They also established in the same place, a school for boys and an academy for girls which grew into Seton Hill College. A new era of community life began.
Sister Aloysia Lowe is noted for founding the Congregation of Sisters of Charity of Seton Hill, Greensburgh, PA, and for laying the foundation for establishment of Jeannette Hospital, Jeannette, PA.

The Sisters of Charity of Seton Hill are an international apostolic community of women religious who vow to continue the mission of the Church. In the tradition of Elizabeth Ann Seton, the Sisters of Charity of Seton Hill have a special abiding concern for those who are deprived and destitute, devoting themselves especially, though not exclusively, to the service of those who are poor.
Programs and activities supported by the Sisters of Charity of Seton Hill are respectful of human dignity and protective of human rights. Work is rooted in faith, animated by prayer, supported by the common life and performed in simplicity and charity.

Today, the Sisters of Charity of Seton Hill, Greensburgh, PA, co-sponsor Catholic Health East and sponsor Jeannette Hospital, Jeannette, PA, and continue to minister there.
