PAMFILO de MAGLIANO, OSF
Pamfilo was born in the town of Magliano de’Marsi, in Abuzzi, Italy, in 1824. As a boy he learned of the faith from the friars at the local Franciscan monastery and attended Mass at the Franciscan church close to home. When he was no more than fifteen, he decided that the way of St. Francis was for him. He was given the name Pamfilo when he pronounced his solemn vows in 1839. Ordained a priest in 1846, Pamfilo finished his theological course and was appointed to teach Philosophy and Theology. 

Throughout his life, Pamfilo strived to live as Saint Francis did. He wanted to spread his knowledge and faith to others and this drove him to come to the United States to set up a monastery and school. In 1855, Father Pamfilo and three other friars met with Pope Pius IX and received his blessing as they embarked on their missionary journey. The Friars had been promised two hundred acres and 5,000 dollars so that a house for the religious could be conveniently and properly erected. They received this from a wealthy and illustrious citizen of Utica, NY by the name of Nicholas Devereux.

In 1856, Father Pamfilo founded St. Bonaventure University. In 1859, St. Bonaventure was formally opened to students. Throughout its first years Father Pamfilo guided the seminarians and students of the college in worship and study. In 1864 Father Pamfilo relinquished the post of Guardian of the Franciscan Community. Up to this time he had held these positions: President of the college and seminary, Guardian of the religious community and Pastor of the parish churches in Allegany, NY, and Olean, NY. In 1867 Father Pamfilo left the United States to return to Rome.
Pamfilo de Magliano, OSF, founded the Franciscan Sisters of Allegany. He appointed Mary Anne O’Neill, a young girl from New Jersey, as the Superior General of the Franciscan Sisters of Allegany, NY.
The Franciscan Sisters of Allegany co-sponsor Catholic Health East and sponsor  St. Joseph’s Hospital, Tampa, FL, Saint Anthony’s Hospital, St. Petersburg, FL and Lourdes Health System, Camden, NJ.
